Whakakotahitanga-respect for individual differences and desire to reach consensus 

Kotahitanga –unity in consensus

Manaakitanga-supporting and helping each other, reciprocity, and unqualified acts of giving, caring, and hospitality

Whanaungatanga-family and social integration, through kinship ties

Aroha- care, love, and respect

Kaitiakitanga- guardianship of the environment

Mana Whenua-legitimacy to control, and administer land resources

Te Aoturoa- emphasises the interdependence with the natural environment, the cosmological relationship and responsibilities of Maori in relation to the whole and parts of the environment

Rangatiratanga – acts of authority and power for resource management decisions

Turangawaewae-having a place of standing, belonging, and security

Taonga tuku iho-is the notion of recognising and holding on the treasures and knowledge passed on from ancestors
